* Native versus Indigenous
— Plants are native to ecosystems not Geo-political
regions
— Plants may also be indigenous to geographical and
climatic regions
* Genotype versus Phenotype

— Genotype plants are of the same genera and/or species
regardless of where found

— Phenotype plants are also of the same genera and/or
species but from the same latitude
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Matching Plants to Site

— Choose plants that have similar environmental
requirements

— Modify the site if economically feasible
— Find plants that will fit the environmental conditions of
the site is the better choice

— Choose plants grown in nurseries with similar
environmental conditions
